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Silvia Chiesa 
Performer rich in personality, refined explorer of musical world, Silvia Chiesa is the artist who has most contributed to broadening the horizons of the cello. She has re-launched the twentieth century repertoire, rediscovering unjustly forgotten masterpieces, and has inspired the production of new works for her instrument by performing them on prestigious international stages.

She has created the “Twentieth Century Italian Trilogy” (Sony Classical), which includes, for the first time together in three CDs, the recordings of cello concertos by twentieth century great composers: Nino Rota, Alfredo Casella, Ottorino Respighi, Ildebrando Pizzetti, Mario Castelnuovo-Tedesco (first Italian recording), Riccardo Malipiero (first world recording) and Gian Francesco Malipiero. With her, other Italian performers: the RAI National Symphony Orchestra and the conductors Corrado Rovaris and Massimiliano Caldi. She continued her commitment to spreading this repertoire also during the lockdown weeks for Covid-19, through the documentaries web series Novecento Corsaro.
Silvia Chiesa is also a passionate performer of contemporary music. She is dedicatee of pieces for cello and orchestra by great composers such as Matteo D'Amico and Azio Corghi, whose piece Tra la carne e il cielo, that celebrates Pasolini's deep passion for Bach's music, was performed by Silvia Chiesa as soloist at Ravenna Festival in 2022, with Daniel Harding as conductor and the Mahler Chamber Orchestra. 

She has been chosen by composers like Gil Shohat, Nicola Campogrande, Aldo Clementi, Michele Dall'Ongaro, Peter Maxwell Davies, Giovanni Sollima, Gianluca Cascioli and Ivan Fedele for the first execution of their works.
As soloist, she has played with the RAI National Symphony Orchestra, Orchestra del Maggio Musicale Fiorentino, Orchestra di Padova e del Veneto, Orchestra della Toscana, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, St. Petersburg Soloists, Orchestra of Rouen, Staatsorchester Kassel and the Cracow Philharmonic. She has collaborated with conductors such as Luciano Acocella, Francesco Angelico, Marco Angius, Paolo Arrivabeni, Gürer Aykal, Umberto Benedetti Michelangeli, Giampaolo Bisanti, Roland Böer, Massimiliano Caldi, Tito Ceccherini, Daniele Gatti, Cristian Orosanu, Corrado Rovaris, Daniele Rustioni, Howard Shelley and Brian Wright. Moreover, she has recorded live concerts for radio and television broadcasters such as Rai Radio3, Rai Sat, France Musique and France3.

Furthermore, she regularly performs as chamber musician and, in particular, with the pianist Maurizio Baglini, with whom she has acquired an extraordinarily vast repertoire for cello and piano, performed over two hundred and fifty concerts worldwide and recorded for Decca the Sonatas by Schubert, Brahms and Rachmaninov.
Among her recordings, the Live at Amiata Piano Festival series (Decca), in which Silvia Chiesa plays the String Quintet op. 163 by Schubert with La Scala String Quartet, and the Concertos for cello and orchestra by Haydn with Camerata Ducale, stands out. In addition, always for Decca, she has recorded in a world premiere Tra la carne e il cielo by Azio Corghi, a piece dedicated to her, with the Turin Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Tito Ceccherini, Maurizio Baglini, Valentina Coladonato and Omero Antonutti.
She is the only musician among the authors of the book From Women to the World, edited by Elizabeth Filippouli (Ed. I.B.Tauris, Bloomsbury Publishing Plc), that gathers the contributions by a global group of “inspiring women”. 
She is resident artist of the Amiata Piano Festival and professor of the Conservatory “Monteverdi” of Cremona. She plays a Giovanni Grancino cello from 1697.
